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Comments from Review (execution order)
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The copyrights of the wood carving dolls, which are the subject of this book, belong to their authors
(carvers) and/or copyrights holders (e. g. the carvers and/or their bereaved family). On the other hand,
Minpaku owns the copyright of the digital images of those carvings (the derivative works of the
original work). As this book will be registered in “The Academic Information Repository of the
National Museum of Ethnology”, which is operated by Minpaku, the editor gave extra considerations
and respects to the copyrightable works, authors (carvers), rights of the authors (carvers), and reviewers
on the use of derivative works (digital images of carvings). Firstly, the legal considerations of the editor
were to trace the authors (carvers) and/or copyright holders (e. g. the carver and his/her bereaved
family) and to try to obtain the written permission for using the images. The editor has decided to
resize the images to lower resolution (appropriately 368 x 551 pixel) in case the author (carver) was not
found. Secondly, the cultural consideration of the editor was to place an icon with inscription of
“cultural sensitivity” instead of an image in case the members of source community, who made the
collections review and checked its scripts, were not willing to make the image open to the public. These
extra considerations do not belong to the Minpaku policy (as of February 2017) but are based on the
editor’s judgement.
