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Introduction:
Food Culture and Daily Life in China under the Socialist System

This collection is a report of international symposium, Chinese Food Culture and Everyday Life in
Socialist Institutions, which was held as a sub-session of the 6th annual Asian Food Study Conference
on December 4, 2016. By uniting seven young scholars from mainland China and Japan, this report is
aimed to discuss the transformation and persistence of Chinese food culture and people’s daily life
under the socialist institutions. In the first half of this introduction, it gives a brief literature review of
previous studies on food culture of mainland China after 1949. After clarifying the latest research
trend, it provides an interactive perspective of external stimulation and endogenous influence for fur-
ther studies. Based on this view, the last half summaries the seven case studies on food practices and
concepts of different periods, regions and ethnic groups and then examines the concrete influence

from the socialist regime.
