Abstract: This study examines the local mechanisms that are changing local consumption and
serving customs based on a field survey of restaurant quarters located close to a local university in
Yunnan, China. Despite the end of a socialist public housing system in the late 20th century, the
younger generation still widely experiences “collectivization” through the boarding system that
still remains in a considerable number of universities. Although students can acquire the goods and
services necessary for daily life at school, their youthful appetites cannot be satisfied by school
cafeterias. Therefore, restaurant quarters can usually be found close to the school. In this study, |
focus on Shaokao-tan (5&k5#) or barbecue stalls. Here, we can find both local and “external” in-
gredients on the gridiron (for example, Shao-dofu (5¢%.J&) a kind of fermented tofu for former,
seafood for latter). Several customs have also changed over the 10 years following the diversifica-
tion of consumers’ needs.
