Summary

Andrei Dmitriyevich Simukov, whose works are compiled in this book,
committed his life to Mongolia where he lived and worked for 16 years (1923-
1939).

A.D.Simukov first came to Mongolia as a member of P.K.Kozlov’s expedition
and upon it’s completion he was invited to work at the Science Committee of
Mongolia by its scientific secretary Ts.Jamsarano. At the Science Committee A.
D.Simukov worked as director of the museum, cartography office, later he directed
the geographical office and entire Department of Geography.

A.D.Simukov organized, headed and participated in more than 15 expeditions
and traveled practically all Mongolia. The main areas of his research were geography,
pastures and economy.

Results of his vast research were reflected in cartographical releases, and
outlined in monographs, articles and reports. Simukov published, in both the
Mongolian and Russian languages “Geographical Atlas of the Mongolian People’s
Republic (MPR)” (Ulaanbaatar, 1934), “General map of the MPR” (Ulaanbaatar,
1937), over 30 journal articles.

At the age of 37 years old in 1939 A.D.Simukov was arrested by the Soviet
NKVD. According to official documents he died in a prison camp in 1942. He was
fully rehabilitated in 1956 with a statement “absence of crime”.

Because of the arrest, his main works prepared for publication remained
unpublished and unknown to the world community of mongolists or were released



without citing the author. These works were included in the manuscript collection
of the Science Committee of Mongolia and are currently stored in the archives of
the Institute of Geography of the Academy of Sciences and at the National Archives
of Mongolia.

The current publication contains all the unpublished works by A.D.Simukov
written in Russian and found to date in the Mongolian archives, but also articles
printed in 1920’s an 1930’s in journals “Hozyaistvo Mongolii” and “Sovremennaya
Mongolia”.

Volume one comprises mainly writings on the geography of the country. The
largest among them is a fundamental study “Geographical essay of the Mongolian
People’s Republic” that was written mainly on author’s materials and presents
comprehensive knowledge of the nature, population and economy of Mongolia in
the 1930’s. Part one of this monographs provides in great details physical-
geographical description of the country and presents the first scientific physical-
geographical regionalization of Mongolia. Part two contains data about Mongolia’s
population, its economy, and way of life, occupation, culture and religion. It presents
detailed characteristics of the nomadic cattle breeding, analyzes different types of
nomadic routes and khoton-communities. Separate chapters are devoted to the issues
of lamaism and function of monasteries, history of Mongolia and state structure of
the MPR, trade and industry, transport and communications. Major urban settlements,
monasteries and communication routes are listed here. Part three gives detailed
description (geography, ethnography and economy) of each aimag (Mongolian
province). In this study for the first time it was suggested to subdivide the country
into distinct economical regions.

Shortened version of the above work — “Brief geography of the MPR” that is
also included in this publication — was written by the author as a text book on
geography. Both works were translated by the author into Mongolian language.

Special geography field is represented by works such as “Western Gobi” (first
description of the region’s geography, flora and fauna, including wild camel;
information on the history) and “Report on the excursion in the south-west Khentei.
Winter of 1924-1925” (geography, forest’s flora, fauna, hunting).

Special attention deserves a work titled “Fossil relics in the Shiregin Gashuun
depression” that provides geographical characteristics of the region, gives information
about the location and specifics of fossil relics, on driving routes, wells, and also
information gathered from local people on other locations of fossil relics, including
certain places like mountain ranges Nemegetu and Altan-Ula.

Volume two includes works addressing the issues most important for Mongolia,
i.e. pastures, nomadic cattle breeding, culture and life style of the population.

The largest among the documents unpublished earlier is the monograph “Gobi
pastures of the MPR”. For the first time in the history of Mongolia this study



provides classification of all types of Gobi pastures, their capacity, and economic
value. This work gives characteristics of cattle breeding on the Gobi territory,
specifies the frequency of Gobi droughts and gives recommendations on how to
overcome their consequences.

Conditions of the pastures in the Khangai region of Mongolia during 1930’s
are described in the work “Pastures of central and eastern Khangai”.

The trilogy is concluded by a “Schematic map of complexes of plant
associations on the territory of MPR” (co-authored with B.I.Baranov).

Volume two consequently contains articles published in 1920°s and 1930’s, in
which A.D.Simukov for the first time explored and described several types of
nomadic routes, analyzed their genesis and dependence from natural and social
conditions, and also methods of cattle breeding.

A number of articles provide characteristics and analysis of nomadic ways of
life of the human population in different regions of Mongolia (food, shelter, methods
of felt making and its use etc.) in relation to geographic conditions of living.

Volume three consists of several chapters.

The largest one comprises diaries, travel notes, plans and reports of
A.D.Simukov’s expeditions (1923-1938).

“Materials on regional division” in the second chapter (for example, “Agricultural
and economic regionalization of the MPR”, “Report to the Economic Council of the
MPR about setting up the new center for South Gobi aimak™) resulted from
Simukov’s active participation in the drafting and implementation of new,
scientifically approved administrative division of Mongolia.

In the third chapter you will find thematically diverse materials that reflect the
broad spectrum of Simukov’s active participation in the actual development of
Mongolia, for instance, “Article on the conditions of the population in the remote
regions of MPR in 19317, “Notes about exploitation of forests in the Ulan-Bator
region”, “On the possibilities of the water transport in Mongolia”, “Hot springs in
the eastern parts of the northern slopes of Khangai” and others.

The last chapter of Volume three contains a few preserved work reports, plans
and projects.

Finally, it would be expedient to highlight the specific features of works
compiled in this book:

1) A.D.Simukov’s works were written on the basis of his own expedition
material;

2) Simukov not only studied Mongolia. He lived in this country, and therefore
knew Mongolia’s problems “from inside”, he worked for Mongolians prosperity and
thus he was loved and respected by people, in other words, he was able to know, to
see and analyze things that would be hidden from the attention of researchers who
are temporary Visitors;



3) Simukov’s works reflect Mongolia during a historic period that was the most
difficult and least covered in the media.
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
