Ecotourism is a new type of tourism activity that has become widespread since the
late 1980's. It is expected to mitigate the detrimental effects of mass tourism such as
resource degradation of the destination area and exploitation of the local economy.
However, a lack of a clear definition of ecotourism has created many eco-sell types of
ecotourism. Thus, this paper intends to articulate the definition of ecotourism by relevant
ecotourism literature review. The result of the study shows that there are a variety of
definitions based on different situation of each ecotourism activity. The authors

concluded that ecotourism can be defined as a type of tourism that contributes to the
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destination area economically and socially while trying to minimize the environmental
impacts to the destination area. In addition, ecotourism is considered to have at least three
factors, namely enhancement of conservation, promotion of tourism and contribution to

regional society and economy.
