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This paper reviews some aspects of the ways in which heritage is presented to
visitors and analyzes the dynamics of heritage tourism, which is characteristic of
interrelated components, heritage, tourism and globalization. In presenting heritage
to visitors ‘interpretation’ plays an important role to make the relationship of

tourism and heritage sustainable.
