Long Valley of 'Ol mo in sTag gzig. His father was rGyal Bon White Turban, king of
the dMu clan, and his mother, Yo phyi rgyal bZhed ma. His life story is filled with
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sixty-one great actions. He taught five main teachings, known as the Four Portals and
the Treasury, and turned the wheel of the teachings of Bon, through the Nine
Vehicules. He took as his principal spouse Lady Hos rGyal med ma, and for the sake of
living beings, produced ten princely manifestations as his sons. At the age of thirty-one,
he abandoned domestic life, and went to perform the three kinds of ascetic practices in
hermitages and lonely places, and thus overcame in peaceful manner, the hordes of
heretical demons. Then he established the tradition of the Four Communities of the
Discipline, dividing his entourage into four groups, divided again into male and female,
making eight altogether. Then he stayed in a hermitage on the Mountain of the Eternal
Nine-Stacked Swastika, and taught the Bon of the unsurpassable definitive, and
ultimate truth of the Great Perfection. Finally he prophesied his son, Mu cho IDem
drug, as his regent (or successor) and custodian of the Doctrines of Speech. Leaving

the three peu tse of his teachings asa legacy, he passed away at the age of eighty-two,

in the year of the Water Hare.
