This paper attempts to re-examine the direction of anthropological research on the “intangible
cultural heritage” era by studying examples of Japanese culture. First of all, the author interprets
the concept and content of the intangible cultural heritage era, and points out the close relationship
between the concept of the intangible cultural heritage era and self-cultural studies. Secondly, the
author tries to clarify the current expansion of culture. Finally, starting from the problems faced by
current cultural studies, this paper puts forward the direction of cultural anthropology to dissolve

or disintegrate the framework of “intangible cultural heritage”.
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
