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Based on related western documents, this paper makes a detailed historical investigation on
the emergence of ethnohistory in American academic circles after the Second World War. It
reveals the actual state of the emergence of western historical anthropology and provides a new
clue to study and analyze western historical anthropology.

The main conclusions of the paper are as follows: 1) After a long period of gestation in the
first half of the 20" century, ethnohistory, a special form of western history anthropology,
gradually came into being in American academic circles in the 1950s and 1960s. 2) The emergence
of ethnohistory indicated the dividing line between anthropology (ethnology) and history, and also
explained that there is a complementary possibility between them. Related researches of
ethnohistory at that time attached importance to the development and utilization of archival
resources, and paid more attention to archival evidence provided by non-indigenous people. In
addition, owing to the lack of close organizations and discipline norms, it was rarely regarded as a
research direction with a bright future and also was not recognized especially by some historians
at that time. 3) The rise of ethnohistory reflected the basic characteristics of western historical
anthropology at the beginning, and became an important window through which the early form of

western historical anthropology can be seen clearly.
