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Preface
Yasuhiko Nagano

This volume is mainly a report of some results of three successive research
projects conducted under the sponsorship of Monbukagakusho Grant-in-Aid for
Scientific Research, Japan. These projects are: An International Interdisciplinary
Field Survey of the Bon Culture in Tibet (1996-1999, #08041040), Reconstruction of
the Zhangzhung Language and Formation of Written Tibetan (1999-2001,
#A2-11691050), and Linguistic Substratum in Tibet (2004-2008, #16102001).

The Gyarong (rGyal rong in Written Tibetan; Jiarong in Chinese pin yin)
language has attracted many scholars’ attention because of its striking similarity to
Written Tibetan. Looking into the lexical items and grammatical systems more
carefully, however, the language occupies a rather closer position to
proto-Tibeto-Burman than to Written Tibetan, and functions as a so-called ‘link
language’ along with Kachin (Jingphaw). We have, on the other hand, an
ultra-linguistic fact that Gyarong arca has been one of the big shelters of Bon
followers since the Zhangzhung political power was expelled from Central Tibet in
the 8% century. Bon was a main folk religion in Zhangzhung.

To sum uvp, Gyarong is an indispensable clue for Tibeto-Burman historical
linguistics in general. We have had recently a significant number of works
concerning Gyarong, but, more thorough descriptive works are needed to draw a
whole picture of the language group. The present volume is a contribution for that
attempt.

The author, bTsan lha Ngag dbang Tshul khrims (Zanla Awang Cuocheng, in
Chinese), is a native speaker of bTsan lha (Zanla) dialect of Gyarong and has long
been working on classical Tibetan and Gyarong language in the South West
University for Nationalities, Chengdu, Sichuan, China. He compiled a huge
handwritten draft of his own tongue, which came to my attention in the summer of
1998. Marielle Prins, a colleague of his at the University, had recognized its value,
and we agreed in that his materials must appear in public. Prins and I carefully
selected entries for this lexicon, and then she started accurate description of the
author’s utterance. After several rounds of observation and editing, we reached this
fruit. I hope this volume will be an impetus for continued interest in research in Bon
studies and Tibeto-Burman historical linguistics.

Finally, 1 would like to express my warmest thanks to Mr. Takumi Ikeda, Dr.
Han Min, Dr. Shin’ichi Tsumagari, Ms. Rina Matsumura and Mrs. Satoko Suzuki for
their vital practical help, without which this lexicon would never have appeared in
such a sharp and legible shape.






Introduction

Marielle Prins

The rGyalrong (WT: rgyal rong) lexicon which you are looking at has a long
history, and it has gone through many stages of development. In many ways, it is
still a work in progress.

The author of the original manuscript is Professor Ngag dbang Tshul khrims.
He started compiling the dictionary in the 1980’s, when he was a professor at the
Tibet Studies Department of South West Institute for Nationalities (now the South
West University for Nationalities) in Chengdu, Sichuan, China. Professor Ngag
dbang is a native rGyalrong speaker from the area of bTsan lha, present day Xiaojin
County in Aba Prefecture, Sichuan.

Originally he envisaged a dictionary which would have entries from several
different Eastern rGyalrong dialects. The dictionary would then be a sort of standard
for eastern rGyalrong. The first draft included variants from So mang (Suomo
Township in Ma’erkang County), ’Bar khams (Ma’erkang town in Ma’erkang
County), Dam bha (Dangba Township in Ma’erkang County) and others. But most
entries were based on Professor Ngag dbang’s own native language, the rGyalrong
dialect of bTsan tha. The entries were arranged according to the Tibetan alphabet,
starting with ka. Each entry gave the rGyalrong word in Tibetan script, a gloss in
Tibetan and Chinese, and a transcription in International Phonetic Alphabet (IPA).
Thanks for Professor Ngag dbang’s students: Wang Jianmin F#&&X, Hong Yin 413,
and Arangchu FTiE#], who handwrote the first draft and then the draft was
photocopied and bound in two volumes. Work on this first draft was supported by a
grant from the South West Institute for Nationalities (Xinan Minzn Daxue 76#5 Bji%
Z#B%). Lack of further funding then made the publication of the dictionary
impossible for a number of years.

In the late 1990’s Professor Yasuhiko Nagano of the National Museum of
Ethnology, Osaka, Japan, took an interest in the dictionary. He kindly provided a
grant which made it possible to prepare the manuscript for publication. But rather
than simply printing the draft in its existing form, a thorough revision was called for
in order to make the lexicon available to a wider public of interested readers both
inside and outside of the People’s Republic of China.

It has been my privilege to serve as Professor Ngag dbang Tshul khrims’ editor
for a number of years, working on the revision of his original maniscript.

First of all we decided that it would be best for the lexicon to be an accurate
reflection of one dialect, because at this point there was neither time nor funding to
create a truly multi-dialect dictionary. We could only edit the existing draft and give
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it some measure of consistency. Because by far the most entries were from bTsan lha,
it seemed only logical to make the bTsan lha dialect the standard for the lexicon.
Most of the entries from dialects other than bTsan tha were discarded. In some cases
dialect variants have been included as part of an entry; in these cases the variant is
marked with the name of the area in which it is in use.

Secondly, we discarded a number of entries from the original manuscript which
were deemed of little use in reflecting the traditional bTsan lha dialect. In most cases
it concerns loanwords from Chinese and political terms, particularly those current
before the 1990°s. We also added a number of new entries which reflect more the
traditional vocabulary (such as names of animals and plants, body parts, and many
verbs).

Thirdly, we edited the form of the entries. They are, as in the original
manuscript, ordered alphabetically according to the Tibetan alphabet, starting with
ka. We checked — and in many cases changed — the spelling of the rGyalrong
lexical item. We reviewed the IPA transcriptions for accuracy. The transcriptions are
phonetic rather than phonemic, as they were in the original draft. We also reviewed
the Tibetan and Chinese glosses and added the English gloss. We further added
examples in rGyalrong (in IPA transcription) and English in instances where the
meaning or the use of a word might otherwise be unclear or confusing. Neither the
IPA nor the spelling of words in Tibetan script is consistent throughout the
dictionary.

A few remarks need to be made about the spelling of the rGyalrong words, for
which we have used Tibetan script. We have adhered to the spelling conventions as
commonly used in literary Tibetan. However, the bTsan lha dialect of rGyalrong
employs a number of consonant clusters, prefixes and suffixes that can not be
adequately rendered with the use of standard Tibetan spelling. In older rGyalrong
texts these are often rendered with combinations of letters and stacks which are not
allowed under Tibetan spelling rules. The advantage of this is that the reader
immediately knows the pronunciation of the word. The disadvantage is that such an
approach may be perceived as an attempt to introduce spelling rules which alter time
honored spelling conventions, a sensitive issue particularly within the PRC. We have
chosen to adhere to common Tibetan spelling rules even though this means the
pronunciation of a word may differ markedly from its spelling. We rely on the IPA
transcription given after each entry for enabling the reader to arrive at the proper
pronunciation of the word. In a few cases we had no choice but to deviate from
standard spelling.

This is the first edition of a rGyalrong-Tibetan-Chinese-English lexicon ever. It
is also the first modern 1Gyalrong lexicon, to my knowledge, that employs Tibetan
script for rGyalrong entries. Obviously, there is much room for improvement. But I
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hope that readers will graciously accept this edition as a first offering and find it of
benefit to their study of rGyalrong language and culture, and of the bTsan lha dialect
in particular.
