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Preface

At the beginning of the XXI century, the National Museum of Ethnology in
Japan published based on the materials from the archives of Mongolia and partly
Russia, “Works on Mongolia and for Mongolia”" by Andrey Dmitrievich Simukov
in three volumes in Russian with a compact disk and some of the author’s
cartographic works.

This publication, more than 60 years after the author’s death in a Stalinist
camp, provide the world of Mongolian studies the results of his activities: an
extensive collection and analysis of data on the nature, population and economy of
Mongolia in the 1920s and 1930s for the first time in such a significant volume?.

A.D.Simukov (1902-1942?) lived and worked in Mongolia for 16 years, first
as a member of the Mongol-Tibetan expedition of PX. Kozlov (1923-1926), and
then as an employee of the Scientific Committee of Mongolia (1927-1939), where
he headed the Cabinet of Geography, and later organized and headed the
Department of Geography. The data collected by his expeditions and analyzed by
him have not lost their relevance today, including the environmental dynamics and
prospects for the country’s economic development. The results of ethnographic
research by A.D.Simukov are widely cited in the works of specialists up to the
present.

In the fall of 1939, by another wave of the Stalinist repression, A.D.Simukov
was arrested in Ulan-Bator (now Ulaanbaatar) by the NKVD of the USSR. He died
in a circumpolar camp in the Komi ASSR (present-day Komi Republic) in 1942
(according to official data). Rehabilitated “for lack of corpus delicti” in 1956.

The present publication entitled Explorer of Mongolia, A.D. Simukov: Letters,
Diaries, Documents, while continuing to pay special attention to A.D. Simukov’s
extensive scientific heritage, differs from previously published volumes in that it
contains materials of biographical nature, concerning A.D. Simukov’s
correspondence, youth diaries and other documents.

These materials reflect the difficult time of the first third of the XX century, full
of dramatic events in Russia and Mongolia, closely linked to the course of history.

Correspondence and diaries are also a kind of portrait of the author. They give
some idea of Andrei Dmitrievich character, which allowed him to do a gigantic job
in such a short time allowed to him, from which roots this character grew, in what
conditions, environment he was formed and acted.

Finally, in the letters of A.D. Simukov there is a portrait of Mongolia of that
time, seen with attentive and loving eyes, and a portrait of the country he studied
of and worked for as the content of his life.
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The present edition comprises all the letters of A.D. Simukov discovered so far,
written in Russian, as well as fragments of the diaries of his adolescence and
youth, letters (or their fragments) from relatives and friends containing information
about Andrei Dmitrievich and the circumstances of his life, fragments of
memories, working and official documents.

Part of the correspondence has not been preserved. Some of his letters are
missing, especially those written between 1920 and 1926. All the letters addressed
to him in Mongolia (1923-1939) disappeared during the time of his arrest in 1939.

All the published materials are presented in chronological order and grouped
into the chapters corresponding to stages of A.D. Simukov’s life, and numbered
within each chapter. Notes to them are placed at the end of each chapter.

Several letters of A.D. Simukov or their fragments were published earlier.
Reference to their first publication will be given in the notes at the end of the
corresponding chapter.

The belonging of letters and documents to state archives is indicated in the
footnotes. The belonging of the published materials to the family archive is not
specially stipulated, with the exception of materials received by the archive from
other individuals, which is indicated in the notes at the end of the chapter.

All letters and documents are transcribed from the originals. The texts of
previously published letters have been verified with the original sources,
typographical misprints have been corrected, and references supplemented as
needed. Fragments of the diary and letter are published in conformity with modern
rules of spelling and punctuation, while maintaining the stylistic features of the
author. Abbreviations are disclosed by us in angle brackets, and the compilers’
remarks are also placed there.

With a few exceptions, the author’s transliteration of Mongolian names,
individual words and expressions has been preserved. Geographical names, the
names of settlements, the names of animals and plants are generally given in the
author’s spelling. If necessary, the latter are specified in accordance with the lists
given in the publication of the works of A.D. Simukov?.

There are omissions in the letters. Some of them are caused by damaged texts
in non-standard storage conditions and are marked with square brackets; fragments
of the text that could not be read unambiguously are marked in the same way.
Some of the abbreviation that do not affect the main content were made by the
compilers (marked with angle brackets). Repetitions, some details of an intimate
family nature, details of economic and monetary calculations have been removed
deliberately.

For an adequate perception of some fragments of letters, it is necessary to
remember that they were written taking into account the surveillance, which was
then inevitable in the USSR, especially for foreign correspondence. Many names
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have been replaced by initials or nicknames. Questions, information and judgments
about certain events and circumstances are given in hints, allegorically, almost
encoded. We reveal the initials in angle brackets. Explanations are given in the
notes. If necessary, a more complete coverage of the circumstances, events and
their participants can be found by referring to sources, also in the notes.

In the official documents available to the compilers, information about the last
period of A.D. Simukov’s life and death is extremely scarce or unreliable. Some
idea about A.D. Simukov’s path from his arrest in Ulaanbaator to his death in the
Stalinist GULAG of hard labor is provided by materials from later publications of
partially declassified official documents and memories by eyewitnesses. References
to these sources are given in the notes of the chapter V.

The final seventh chapter, “Heritage” of the documentary story about the
explorer of Mongolia A.D. Simukov, is not included, unfortunately, in this edition
and will be published later. The letters and documents of this chapter will
introduce the reader to the younger generations of A.D. Simukov’s family, as well
as with the fate of his scientific heritage.

This edition is illustrated with photocopies of documents, diary pages,
fragments of letters, drawings and photographs by A.D. Simukov,
